Wrongfully convicted of a 
murder, she is forcibly recruited as an undercover agent by a mysterious group called the Section who 
has one motto:  succeed or die.  Nikita learns that no one can be trusted. However Nikita soon forms a 
relationship with her handler, Michael, which spans the 3 year show, a relationship filled with mistrust, 
passion, obsession and betrayal.  This vid focuses on the early stage of that relationship, where Nikita 
is willing to give Michael everything, even to return to Section after she escapes. This is a first in a 
series of vids I made with GF, a vidder with over 15 years experience and who has taught me much 
about vidding. One of her earlier vids “Orinoco Flow (Data’s Dream)” inspired me to become a video 
maker.
